Car Rider Reminders 
 

As students and parents are learning the procedures, 
here are a few reminders: 
AM 
Drop off begins at 6:45 AM 
Ends at 7:08 AM  
After 7:08, parents must walk students in- adults will no 
longer be on duty.  
Students need to be ready to exit the car as soon as you 
pull into the car rider line. Bookbags should be ready, 
goodbyes said, and all items signed and placed in 
bookbags, lunch boxes in hand, etc. Parents do not exit 
the car in the line. Car rider line is for drop and go. We 
do not have time for these last -minute procedures to be 
done once you roll in to the car rider line. If you need to 
take care of these things, park and walk your student in.

Car tags must be in the passenger window- visible  
Anyone without a car tag must park and visit the office 
to show Proper ID.
