Mother of student stated she did not realize issues being hidden by student.  Student is good at hiding feelings. Mom is seeing improvement in coping with issues instead of hiding them since counseling started.    Mother stated that counselor has reported that student is doing well at counseling.
Father of student said thank you for the opportunity to speak to the Board and have a possible second chance for his daughter.  Father stated that he now understands what is affecting student at home.  Student is in a step down program as for the frequency of visits as she progresses.  Father has requested that if student says/does anything that the parents need to know, please contact them.  

Mr. Campbell and Mrs. Bailey talked to student about expressing her feeling to family, right from wrong, and standing up to peers.  Mr. McLeod also talked to student about being a kid, worrying about herself, and trust her parents to make the adult decisions.
Mrs. Williams stated that when student is in counseling, she does well, but when counseling stops, the student stops talking and starts struggling.  Mrs. Williams stated that the student knew that bringing the tobacco item to school that she would go directly to Mrs. Williams and Mrs. Bailey.  
Mrs. Bailey discussed recommendation letter.  Mrs. Bailey also stated that parents are very involved in student’s schooling.  Mrs. Bailey asked Board and parents if there were any changes needed to recommendations?

Discussion by Board.

Mr. Campbell made motion to accept Mrs. Bailey’s recommendations for student to stay at Beulah Academy under strictest conditions stated.  Mr. McLeod seconded motion to accept Mrs. Bailey’s recommendation for student to remain at Beulah Academy under conditions stated, approved unanimously.
