NEW BUSINESS

Mrs. Bailey explained to the Board that student #317241 has been suspended 10 days pending expulsion hearing.  Mrs. Bailey gave board members copy of paperwork mailed to parents and recommendation paper.  (see attached )Marisa Williams stated that a sixth grade student turned in an incident form at end of day that stated a knife had been seen in the bathroom.  Investigation started immediately and student #317241 was identified as student who had knife in bathroom.  Student was brought to office where Mrs. Wass was present and Mrs. Williams asked student if he had anything on his person or in his backpack that he should not have at school.  Student stated that he didn’t have anything.   Student was asked to empty his pockets.  Knife was found in upper jacket pocket.  Student stated that he did not know it was there.
Student #317241 stated that he was going to bathroom and spilled water on his jacket, took his jacket off and found knife in jack pocket.  Student #317241 said he pulled knife out of pocket, another student saw knife and student  #317241 showed the knife to another student.  Student #317241 said he did not open knife blade, he opened on of the tools on the knife.

Mrs. Bailey asked Mrs. Williams about investigating the knife incident. Mrs. Bailey also stated that she was off campus at the time of the incident and that she was in constant contact with Mrs. Williams about handling the situation.   Mrs. Williams stated that she pulled students individually to investigate incident. When investigating, she found out that students in 7th period had already heard that student #317241 had knife and was playing in restroom.  
Mrs. Bailey talked to student # 317241 about honesty.  Mrs. Bailey also talked about receiving knife from Uncle at home and how it could have possibly get to school by accident.  Mrs. Bailey also went over safe haven and at any time he could have come to the office and turned in the knife without repercussion.  Mrs. Williams gave student several opportunities to turn over knife.  The student’s lack of honesty, safety of the other students and the school have put him in jeopardy of being dismissed from program.  Mrs. Bailey also talked about the some inappropriate behavior on the bus and stressed the important of safety of the student as well as all the other student on the bus.  Mrs. Bailey talked to student about the safety of the school and the parent phones calls that had been received due to the incident.  
Mr. Bailey stated that student #317241’s bus driver has had to pull the bus over due to student not listening and not following directions.

Mother of student stated that student has recently returned to taking medication and that she requested an immediate appointment after the last bus incident.

Mr. McLeod talked to student about the repercussions of expulsion and not being able  to attend any other regular Escambia County public school.
Mrs. Christensen stated that she has been a school counselor in Mobile for 16 years.  She said that she was shocked that the student brought the knife to school but also understands that a 13 year old with ADHD thinks about the present and not the consequences of his actions.  Mrs. Christensen also told a story about a Christmas card/gift to explain seeing the difference of the child on medication.  She explained how polite and thoughtful he was about the gift.  

Mrs. Bailey explained that student #317241 had no major incidences until the death of his grandfather.  Mrs. Bailey asked student to talk about grandfather.  

Student #317241 explained that grandfather showed him how to do handyman work and working with his hands and making things. He is the only grandson close to grandfather in distance and grandfather was a softie when it came to him.  
Mrs. William expressed that student in influenced with by peers and that the choices he makes with those peer are not always the best.  

Mr. Bailey and Mr. McLeod again talked about safety on the bus. The driver having to take eyes off the road to discipline student can cause a wreck which can injure the student as well as the rest of the students on the bus.

The board asked for time to discussion.

The board came back with the recommendation that student #317241 can stay under the strictest of circumstances.   The recommendations by Mrs. Bailey were agreed upon plus the addition of No bus privileges.  Parents will make arrangements to drop off and pick up student daily. 
Mrs. Bailey stated that if student has no incidences and good attitude, Mrs. Bailey will consider allowing student to attend prom and other school functions.  She also stated that this a learning tool and for the student to help teacher others about his experience.
